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In 1944, Hannah was living safely in Palestine, but she wa:s

o Pinchas& i d 6 worrjpchabautrher gamily still in Hungary and she volunteered for a

clandestine military mission to parachute into Yugoslavia, sneak
across the border into Hungary and attempt to rescue the Jewish
community-including Catherine, her motheand lead them to
safety. The film makes the point that, shamefully, this was the only

G matherb e rsycld msilitary rescue mission attempted during World War 11

Unfortunately, Hannah was captured while trying to cross
the border from Yugoslavia to Hungary and was immediately im-
prisoned by the Hungarian fascists. She spent the remainder of her

As
the war was coming to an end, she was shot to death.

Filmmaker Roberta Grossman creates a truly moving me-
morial to Hannah by using archival footage and photographs to in-
troduce us to her and to show us what her comfortabletorel
childpogd was likegand,hgwy that began tp chqﬂgeﬁ/vgrythe death o
her father and the increasing influence of fascism in Hungary. Han-
nah was a joyful and courageous young woman, a gifted poet and
diarist.

A Modern Joan of Arc

Hannah is often referred to as a modern Joan of Arc, but in
some ways her story is more reminiscent of that of another well
KRawn Holpeausyvictim, qnne\ﬂaqk,hwhc&;q)d,jprries rpp\éqmﬁv_ed S(
many and inspired theatrical production and film.

To show important moments
i n Ha n n-indludling what Hagpened during her mission and
imprisonment-Grossman effectively weaves dramatic reenactment
